Along this line, it is a good idea to keep track of the scores you have given (and corresponding project number) on a separate piece of paper you do not turn in.
3) You do not have to use our point scale, but please be consistent in the criteria you do use.

4) Do NOT give all projects the same score

5) Move through your assigned projects in random order

6) Pace yourself! We suggest you spend no more than 15 minutes at any single project
7) Remember to write your judge number on all scoring sheets you turn on. I recommend you do that as soon as you receive you judge assignments

8) Remember to adhere an address label on each score sheet. The students have these

9) Project numbers starting with a 1 are Elementary division (5th & 6th grade); 2 are Junior division (7th & 8th grade); 3 & 4 are Senior division (9th – 12th grade).
